Steps Toward Pregnancy  MT: Female Reproductive System


1. Oogenesis - 1,000 oocytes try to mature, but only 1 does





2. Meiosis I starts - to get oocyte to become haploid





3. Ovulation - ovum released from ovary and swept by a fallopian tube.





4. Sperm enters vagina





5. Sperm travels through mucosal cervical cap





6. Sperm “swims” through uterus





7. Sperm travel through fallopian tube





8. Fertilization – only one sperm enters ovum





9. Zygote begins to cleave into 2 cells, 4 cells, 8 cells etc. as it travels toward uterus





10. ~Day 3 zygote becomes a morula (solid ball of cells)





11. Morula continues to divide and create an inner cell mass and outer layer (trophoblast)





12. ~Day 7 morula is now a blastocyst (hollow ball of cells)





13. ~Day 10 blastocyst is now fully implanted in endometrium 





14. Blastocyst continues to develop, inner cell mass divides into yolk sac and amniotic cavity 





14(a). Yolk sac produces blood cells





14(b). Amniotic cavity is where embryo will grow





15. embryo develops!
