Explore the Biodiversity of Lindsay

5.  Based on what you know about natural selection, how does it affect the organisms and biodiversity in the area you observed?  

6.  Explain how you would prove that biodiversity increases the survival rate of organisms in the event of a huge environmental change like a hurricane or fire.
