1. ecosystem - a complex set of relationships among the living resources, habitats, and residents of a specific area.
2. species - a group of organisms that are capable of interbreeding to produce fertile offspring.
3. population - a group of individuals in a particular environment.
4. immigration - to enter and settle in a region to which an organism is not native.
5. emigration - to leave a region and  permanently resettle in another region.
6. abiotic - nonliving.
7. organic - of or related to living organisms.
8. stability - unchanging, resistant to change.
9. producers - organisms, like green plants, that produce organic compounds (living matter) from inorganic compounds.
10. decomposers - an organism of decay, they break down the remains of dead animals and plants, releasing the substances that can be used by other members of the ecosystem.
11. food web - a community of organisms where there are several interrelated food chains.
12. food pyramid - a graphical representation of the structure of a food chain, clearly shows predator-prey relationships.
