Investigation and Experimentation:

Objective 1: Identify pieces of evidence to support a specific explanation.  

Objective 2: Knows how to investigate a science-based societal issue by researching literature, analyzing data, and communicating findings.

Research a topic that is science based and is occurring in our society today.  Write a report giving a summary of the topic you researched, include any data or observations that have been collected, and what the author was saying in the research.  You may include the impact that this explanation may have on the society and your opinion of the topic.  You MUST include your resources (Work Cited Page).  Talk with your English learning facilitator to see how you can use this report in English before you start writing.

Possible topics:

· Genetic engineering of crops, animals, livestock (Should we allow corn, oranges, cows, etc to grow faster, be resistant to disease?)

· Genetic manipulation of children's phenotypes (Should we allow people to pick the eye color, hair color, etc of their children?)

· Cloning (Should we be able to clone new organisms?  Humans? Organs only?)

· Global warming (Does it really exist?)

· New life form that NASA found (How does this life form change biology?) check out this website:  http://gizmodo.com/5704158/nasa-finds-new-life
· Legalization of Marijuana (Should America legalize marijuana?  What are the effects that marijuana has on a person?)

· Personal genetic information (Who should have access to personal genetic information and how will it be used?)

· Research ethics (Is it ok to use animals, bacteria, or humans in research trials?)

· Overpopulation (Is overpopulation a problem in the world?  Should we limit reproduction?)

· Disease (How do new diseases (like AIDS, Ebola, Hantavirus) emerge? How will we keep them under control?

· Recycling (How important is it for us to recycle and what impact are we making on our earth if we do or don't recycle?)

· Ideas?  Come up with your own and have it approved to make sure you are on the right track.
