1. transcription – a process in which DNA is copied into mRNA, takes place in the nucleus of a cell.

2. translation – a process in which mRNA codes for a protein, takes place in the ribosome of a cell.

3. protein – a connection of amino acids; needed for a healthy organism to live and reproduce.

4. codon – a three nucleotide sequence of mRNA that have the instructions for a specific amino acid

5. RNA – stands for RIBONUCLEIC ACID, a single stranded nucleic acid that has the bases adenine, guanine, cytosine, and uracil  and the sugar ribose.

6. DNA – stands for DEOXYRIBONUCLEIC ACID, a double stranded nucleic acid that has the bases adenine, guanine, cytosine, and thymine and the sugar deoxyribose.
